Description of Duties:   The Environmental Health Specialist is a public health professional whose primary purpose is to promote public health through education, surveillance, consultation, inspection and enforcement of state, local, and federal environmental health laws and regulations. These responsibilities will include permitting, inspection, and enforcement activities associated with the implementation of laws and rules governing private drinking water wells, on-site waste water and migrant housing.  Other duties include water supply sampling, consultative visits and complaint investigation.
The Environmental Health Specialist does extensive field work outside the office setting.  Therefore, the applicant must be in good physical health in order to perform the required field evaluations.  He/she must be ambulatory, physically able to traverse rough topography.  The extensive use of hands, arms, back, legs, and feet are necessary in performing the duties involved in this position.  Also, the individual must be physically able to lift, bend, stoop, kneel, and climb.  Good visual acuity including color perception is also necessary.

Applicant must have the ability to work well with the public and other team members. Demonstrate a positive attitude and promote a healthy and happy working environment.  Possess good oral and written communication skills and some computer user skills. Ability to exercise sound judgment and deal tactfully with a wide range of public contacts while enforcing public health laws and regulations.  Ability to plan and schedule work activities and perform assignments. The individual must be able to operate a motor vehicle and have a current NC driver’s license.   

Minimum Training & Experience:   Applicant must have a four-year college or university degree in Environmental Health, Public Health or four-year degree with a minimum of 30 semester hour’s course work in biology or physical science. Prefer applicant be a Registered Environmental Health Specialist in the State of North Carolina, or have a degree in Environmental Health. If not a Registered Environmental Health Specialist, training and certification is provided if other requirements are met.
